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Varieties
Adam’s Pearmain 

Brought to notice in 1826 and introduced and exhibited by R. Adams from Herefordshire. A popular Edwardian and Victorian dessert apple. Fruits are juicy and a little sweet, with a pleasant aromatic flavour

Autumn Harvest
Thought to have originated in Westmorland. Recorded in 1934. Fruits have firm, tender, coarse, dry flesh with a subacid flavour. Flesh tends to brown very quickly once cut.

Beauty of Kent 

Thought to be of English origin. Introduced in about 1820. Received an Award of Merit from the Royal Horticultural Society in 1901. Fruits are coarse textured, juicy and subacid, with a faint pleasant flavour.

Bradley’s Beauty

A vary hardy and disease resistant variety found on the mosses by one of our own members. A crisp dual purpose apple which sweetens as it matures.

Domino
Thought to have originated in the Midlands. First described in 1883. Fruits have soft flesh with a subacid flavour.

Duchess of Oldenburg 

Known in Russia in the 1700s or earlier but first known in the UK in about 1817. Fruits have firm, juicy flesh with a subacid and fair flavour.

Duke of Devonshire  

Raised in 1835 by Wilson, gardener to the Duke of Devonshire at Holker Hall, Lancashire. It was introduced in about 1875. Fruits have firm, fine-textured, rather dry flesh with a rich, nutty flavour.

Golden Pippin
Golden pippin is a small late desert, which was recorded in 1629. It has a strong  sweet, sour  taste and was widely grown in the C18th, when it was popular for pippin jellies, tarts and cider.
Keswick Codlin
Found growing on a heap of rubbish at Gleaston Castle near Ulverston, Lancashire, England. It was recorded in 1793. Introduced by nurseryman John Sander at Keswick, Cumbria, England. Fruits have soft, rather coarse-textured, somewhat dry and acid flesh.

Longstart
Originated in Westmorland, England. It was described in 1851. Fruits have tender, white flesh which browns quickly when cut. Flavour is subacid.

Lord Derby
Raised by Witham, Stockport, Cheshire. It was first recorded in 1862. Fruits are rather coarse textured, somewhat dry with a subacid flavour. Cooks well
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Maltster
Thought to have originated in England. It was known to be in existence in 1830. Fruits have soft, yellowish flesh with a sweet flavour

Newton Wonder
Raised by Taylor at King's Newton, Melbourne, Derbyshire, England. Introduced in about 1887 when it also received a First Class Certificate from the Royal Horticultural Society. Fruits have rather coarse-textured, moderately juicy flesh with a subacid flavour. Cooks very well.

Red Gravenstein
Found in Denmark, notable for its sweetness and favoured in baking.
Ribston Pippin
Raised at Ribston Hall, Yorkshire, England from seed brought from Rouen, and planted in about 1707. Received the Award of Merit from the Royal Horticultural Society in 1962. Fruits have firm, fine-textured, moderately juicy flesh with a rich aromatic flavour.

Scotch Bridget
Originated in Scotland. Described in 1851. Fruits have tender, soft, white flesh with a subacid flavour.
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Taylor’s Favourite
Taylors Favourite is an unidentified apple which grows in an orchard in the Lyth Valley, south Cumbria. It was as its name says, the favourite apple  of the Taylor family, who took the fruit to sell at the local markets in days gone by. There are three trees which were originally planted in the late 1800s. They are disease free and still produce a good crop of healthy colourful autumn cooking apples. It is considered the best autumn cooking apple for the area and has stood the test of time.

Tom Putt
Raised by Rev. Tom Putt Rector of Trent, Somerset, England in the late 1700s. Fruits have crisp, juicy, acid flesh. Cooks well.

Synonyms: Coalbrook, Devonshire Nine Square, Izod's Kernel, January Tom Putt, Jeffrey's Seedling, Jeffreys' Seedling, Marrow Bone, Marrow-Bone, Ploughman, Thomas Jeffreys, Thos. Jeffreys, Tom Potter, Tom Put

Yorkshire Beauty
Found in the garden of shoemaker Greenup in Keswick and introduced in the late 1700s by nurserymen Clarke & Atkinson, Keswick. Fruits have tender, yellowish white flesh with a sweet subacid flavour.

Synonyms: Cumberland Favourite, Greenup Pippin, 
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Rootstock
MM106
Half standard.  A good choice for small to large gardens. This rootstock will produce an apple tree about 3.6 metres (12 foot) wide and 3m (10 foot) tall at maturity.
Apple trees on MM106 rootstock can easily be pruned to keep them to a height of around 2 to 2.5 metres (6 to 8 ft) high. They have the added benefit over M26 rootstock in that they will not require staking after a couple of years.
The tree will not grow too large, so that the average mobile person will find it easy to prune. In the north west of England it is ideal for cordons and espaliers. 
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M26
Dwarf. A good rootstock for a small garden and ideal for a small bush tree or cordon and espalier shaped trees. Trees grown on M26 may need supporting with a stake during thier life, as the rootstock does not produce a strong root system. Apple trees on M26 rootstock will produce a crop in the third year. It is ideal for the amateur gardener who wants to grow a small bush tree or cordon and espalier shaped trees. Its size can be controlled to a large degree by pruning twice a year, with no specialist knowledge required.
M25
Standard.  Full size tree suitable for orchards and large spaces. Very vigorous; typically 12-15ft high; can be bigger depending on variety, large, heavy, spreading tree. 

M111

M-111 is an excellent all-around rootstock for apples. It tolerates wet soil, dry soil, and poor soil. It exhibits excellent tolerance to woolly apple aphids and collar rot. M-111 induces bearing at a young age. Unpruned tree height will be 80% to 90% of standard or about 14 to 20 feet. Apple trees on M-111 can be held to any desired height by summer pruning.
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
