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Varieties
Autumn Harvest
Thought to have originated in Westmorland. Recorded in 1934. Fruits have firm, tender, coarse, dry flesh with a subacid flavour. Flesh tends to brown very quickly once cut.

Bradley’s Beauty

A vary hardy and disease resistant variety found on the mosses by one of our own members. A crisp dual purpose apple which sweetens as it matures.
Court Pendu Plat 
This variety originated in Europe. It was first described in about 1613 but believed to be much older than this. It was also called 'Wise Apple' because it flowers late and escapes spring frost damage. Fruits have very firm, fine-textured, juicy flesh which is sweet with a pleasant, slightly aromatic flavour.
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Dabinette

Dabinette is thought to have originated in the Martock-Kingsbury area of Somerset in the mid-19th Century. It is possibly a seedling of Chisel Jersey. This variety crops regularly. Fruits have slightly crisp flesh with a sweet, astringent, strong fruity flavour when ripe. Dabinette is weak grower producing a small and spreading tree. It is a bittersweet variety that produces a soft, full-bodied, high quality cider.

Duke of Devonshire  

Raised in 1835 by Wilson, gardener to the Duke of Devonshire at Holker Hall, Lancashire. It was introduced in about 1875. Fruits have firm, fine-textured, rather dry flesh with a rich, nutty flavour.

Karmijn de Sonnaville
Karmijn de Sonnaville is a dessert variety of apple bred by Piet de Sonnaville, working in Wageningen (the Netherlands) in 1949. It is a cross of Cox's Orange Pippin and Jonathan or Belle de Boskoop, and was first grown commercially beginning in 1971. It is high both in sugars (including some sucrose) and acidity. It is a triploid.
Lord Lambourne

A cross of James Grieve and Worcester Pearmain, which was introduced in 1907. Like many of the James Grieve offspring, Lord Lambourne is an easy apple variety to grow in the garden, and produces good crops. The flesh of a ripe Lord Lambourne is aromatic, creamy-white and quite crisp and the flavour is pleasantly strong juicy and acidic. A partial tip bearer.
Monarch
Monarch is a cross between Peasgood Nonsuch  and Dumelows Seedling which was introduced in 1888. A cooker, it cooks to juicy puree and is not as sharp as a Bramley. The fruits are large in size, round and slightly conical, also slightly flat top and bottom. The skin is green -yellow with a pink red flush and broken red stripes on top. The flesh is white, uneven in texture, and acidic. 
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Pitmaston Pineapple

The first Pitmaston Pineapple apple tree was bred in the 1780's by a Mr White, an employee of Lord Foley of Witley, who sold the breed to a nursery called Williams of Pitmaston. One parent was almost certainly the Golden Pippin. This is an exceptional apple with a powerful nutty flavour, honey sweet yet also sharp.  It might taste a bit like a pineapple if you close your eyes and believe, but the name refers to it's warm yellow colour and shape. The trees have an upright habit and are fairly vigorous, their flowers are also large and well structured. It is a scab resistant variety. 

Scotch Bridget

Scotch Bridget originated in Scotland in 1851. A culinary apple commonly found in Cumbrian farm orchards, it will produce regularly and crops fairly heavily in northern locations. The fruits have tender, soft flesh, flushed with red.  It has a subacid rich flavour and will not fall when cooked. When kept until December, the fruit ripens to become a desert apple.

St Edmund’s Russet / St Edmund’s Pippin

Raised by Mr. Harvey at Bury St Edmunds in 1870. Fruit small, flattish somewhat conical; skin covered in russet very bright orange; skin rough, thick and tough; flesh juicy and russet flavoured, crisp and creamy-white. Saint Edmund's Russet (sometimes known as St. Edmund's Pippin) is one of the best russet apple varieties. 
It looks superb with its dull matt russet colouring, and tastes great. The flavour is richer than Egremont Russet, and noticeably juicier. Dessert, season November. A partial tip-bearer.
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Tower of Glamis

Tower of Glamis is a traditional Scottish variety, widely grown in the early 19th century and still popular today. Tower of Glamis trees are very hardy, growth is compact and upright - an excellent choice for exposed northern gardens. It is a large cooking apple with a conical shape and distinctly four-sided. Its green skin turns deep yellow when fully ripe with some green spots and a light scattering of russet dots. Cooks to a soft and sweet pale lemon puree.
Tydeman’s Early
Raised in 1929 by H.M. Tydeman at East Malling Research Station, Kent. Introduced in 1945. Fruits have white, crisp, fine-textured, juicy flesh with a good vinous flavour.
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Rootstock
MM106
Half standard.  A good choice for small to large gardens. This rootstock will produce an apple tree about 3.6 metres (12 foot) wide and 3m (10 foot) tall at maturity.
Apple trees on MM106 rootstock can easily be pruned to keep them to a height of around 2 to 2.5 metres (6 to 8 ft) high. They have the added benefit over M26 rootstock in that they will not require staking after a couple of years.
The tree will not grow too large, so that the average mobile person will find it easy to prune. In the north west of England it is ideal for cordons and espaliers. 
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M26
Dwarf. A good rootstock for a small garden and ideal for a small bush tree or cordon and espalier shaped trees. Trees grown on M26 may need supporting with a stake during thier life, as the rootstock does not produce a strong root system. Apple trees on M26 rootstock will produce a crop in the third year. It is ideal for the amateur gardener who wants to grow a small bush tree or cordon and espalier shaped trees. Its size can be controlled to a large degree by pruning twice a year, with no specialist knowledge required.
M25
Standard.  Full size tree suitable for orchards and large spaces. Very vigorous; typically 12-15ft high; can be bigger depending on variety, large, heavy, spreading tree. 

M111

M-111 is an excellent all-around rootstock for apples. It tolerates wet soil, dry soil, and poor soil. It exhibits excellent tolerance to woolly apple aphids and collar rot. M-111 induces bearing at a young age. Unpruned tree height will be 80% to 90% of standard or about 14 to 20 feet. Apple trees on M-111 can be held to any desired height by summer pruning.
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
