Directions to Hawkshead Hill Farm from Ambleside & Newby Bridge (see map)
From Ambleside take the A593 road signposted Coniston & Langdale

· Cross a narrow bridge and continue for 500 metres past an imposing cream coloured mansion with enormous chimneys on the right and CLAPPERSGATE sign
· Shortly afterwards turn left on the B5286 road signposted Hawkshead

· Follow this road for 3 miles, ignoring a right turn signposted Tarn Hows. This should get you to the hamlet of Outgate with the Outgate Inn on the left

· Continue on the same road for a further mile – this should get you to farm buildings very close to the road on the left 

· 50 metres after, turn right on the B5285 signposted Coniston & Hawkshead Hill
· Pass a sawmill with pink painted crane on the right

· Continue for about ¾ mile steeply uphill until you reach houses on both sides of the road with a chapel on the right (blue sign)

· Just after the chapel turn right signposted to Tarn Hows

· Immediately take the next right down a grassy track opposite white railings.

· You should now reach a white gate with HAWKSHEAD HILL FARM painted on it.  You have arrived! 

[If the road starts to descend (towards Coniston) or you reach a phone box you have gone too far!]
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
